Current Status
• Conference has been confirmed; to be official 

requires:
– A Conference date - May 18-19, 2007 - complete
– A local committee to be formed with at least three 

members - complete

– A proper site to be chosen - AiG has verbal agreement 
with The Community Church; Letter of Agreement in 
progress

– A Commitment Letter to be signed by AiG and local 
committee chairman and co-chairmen - complete

• Working on CLM site



Conference Site Description
• The Community Church has agreed to host the Conference
• Their sanctuary will seat 1000  with permanent seating on main 

floor with an additional 500 folding chairs on the main floor and 
250 in the balcony ; additional room for 500 folding chairs is 
available in the youth area (“Fire Escape”) as overflow; AiG 
may rent these chairs

• They have 300 permanent  parking spaces and 300 additional 
spaces on the grass for cars and (buses) for the Student 
Meeting and Conference

• Ample space in the Narthex for setting up 20-30 book tables
• Plenty of room for a Children’s Workshop in the KJB room
• Additional room for simultaneous translation of Spanish and 

Korean in the Fellowship Hall and Crosswalk Room - AiG may 
rent 100 chairs each for these rooms

• 2 snack shops, largest in the “Fire Escape” area
• The Community Church can supply a Spanish Translator

Commitment Letter
• Local Committee to fund entire cost of invitations, not 

just postage
– AiG estimates mailing 2000 invitations at $1.79 per 

invitation
– For the 1997 AiG DC conference AiG mailed out 3863 

invitations

• AiG will print 30,000 Conference brochures
– For the 1997 AiG DC Conference AiG printed 50,000

brochures

• CLM Speaker will be Carl Kirby
• Conference speakers will be Ken Ham, Buddy Davis 

plus one other



Implications of Commitment Letter

• Carl Kirby will not have the same ability to draw
people to the CLM as Ken Ham
– CLM attendance will be reduced unless we do something 

different from what we did in 1997

• We’re going to have to target churches more carefully 
for sending out invitations

• We’re going� to need � to make sure Conference 
brochures are well utilized

• We may need � to leave room in our budget for a 
greater number of invitations than 2000
– AiG says not to mail invitations to churches outside a 60-

mile radius from host church
– Splits some counties (e.g., Orange, Spotsylvania, St. 

Mary’s)

PROPOSED Strategy to Save Money on 
Mailing and Increase Attendance

• Get denomination of church via Internet, calling/emailing or
friends or general reputation and ask if support literal Genesis

• Knock out "non-AiG supporting" churches, I have a list that
is on the Download site

• For churches that support, get pastor name for AiG mailing
• Ask for local creationist in church, work with him/her to get

Conference brochure in church bulletin as insert
• Ask AiG to do e-mail message to their mailing list of 60 miles

from Ashburn, VA.  In e-mail request ask e-mail recipient if  
they will place brochures in bulletin, ask them to e-mail the 
local committee where we will put it in the DB along with 
number of brochures needed

• Get brochure in PDF format, e-mail around by county to local 
creationists asking them to send it to local church Webmasters 
for posting and for notice to elder body
